Updates on courses, programs, and certificates previously approved with minor revisions-Bernadette Low

1. Terry Wolfe’s materials have been submitted; pending a few minor changes, all will be approved.

2. CONT changes are almost complete.

Discussion

1. Proposers should plan on attending the Senate meeting when the Senate will vote upon their course(s), program(s), and/or certificate(s).  Suggestion: add this to the “CIC steps required for final approval.”  Bernadette will request that items approved by CIC be noted on the Senate agenda.  Only items that have received full approval (no revisions required) will be placed on the Senate agenda. Bernadette will prepare a brief summary of each proposal and read that summary into the Senate minutes.  The sponsor (proposer) should be available to answer any questions.  Programs and certificates approved by Senate will next be reviewed and voted upon by the Board of Trustees.  New courses do not need Board approval.

2. There is one Senator on the General Education Review Board (G.E.R.B.), Mitchell Perkins.  Mitchell can report G.E.R.B. action items to the Senate. 

3. Web page Update-Hal Rummel: We discussed the changes to the Routing Form.  Bernadette will send a copy of the revised version to all members for review.  We will discuss the changes during the next CIC meeting.  We next discussed necessary changes to the Proposal Procedures.  Hal will revise the web page information based on what Bernadette posted on the Inner Loop.  He will also add a new sample proposal for a course, certificate, and program.  We discussed which proposals would serve well as examples.  Rose will send out a copy of the G.E.R.B. approval process to share ideas that CIC might want to adopt/adapt.  Hal will revise the web page when he receives edited electronic copies of revised documents (Routing Form, Proposal Forms, etc.)  Hal will send out his understanding of what he is looking for and how he plans to re-structure the web page.

4. Item 12 from May 31 minutes-Rose reported that the academic deans discussed the need for signatures from the vice chancellor for learning and student development and all of the academic deans prior to submission of a proposal to CIC.  As a replacement to the required signatures, the academic deans will review all new proposals as part of an Academic Deans’ meeting.  This review must occur before a new program can be included on a CIC agenda.

5. Item 11 from May 31 minutes-Bernadette will try to be equitable in assigning a workload of new proposals to review to CIC members.  She has already told several faculty members to contact CIC representatives for assistance and initial review of their courses.

6. Bernadette and Rose will meet to review new policies for submitting CIC proposals and share their recommendations during the next meeting.
