3. CIC 2006-001-CMDP 112: Theory and Practice of Group Counseling-Marilyn Kuzsma
a. Proposal-To create a new four-credit course in group counseling that will replace two existing three-credit courses, CMDP 112: Group Counseling Fundamental Principles and CMDP 212: Group Counseling Advance.
b. Common Course Outline

i. Description-modify format to begin with course number (in bold)

ii. Objectives should begin with a lowercase letter and all end with a semicolon except for the last objective, which ends with a period
iii. Major Topics-put quotes around the phrase  “Here and Now” (II)
iv. Topic X-list five common group models as A.-E.
All proposals were approved with minor revisions.

Rose reported that she discussed the CIC recommendation from the January 24, 2006 minutes regarding what is considered a major versus a minor change (effective July 1, 2006) and the experimental course language with the academic deans.
