PURPOSES:  


To provide up to 20 college faculty and secondary teachers with a summer workshop to develop their skills in using technology in teaching science, mathematics, and/or technology; 

To provide supportive opportunities for developing course-related websites and instructional multimedia presentations using current Windows software packages such as Macromedia Dreamweaver(,  Macromedia Flash( , Adobe Photoshop( and Macromedia Authorware(;

To provide in-person and online support in the use of these technologies during the 2005-2006 academic year and two-week summer institute, including how to create webpages, graphics, sound files, videos, and animations, and how to incorporate multimedia into course materials; 

To develop and share Multimedia Learning Activities (MLAs) for classroom use.

PARTICIPANT SUPPORT:  Actively participating faculty and teachers will receive a stipend of $60 per day for the summer institute (8:00AM - 3:00PM). (Total Value $600).  Each participant who completes a summer workshop will receive Macromedia or other software for Windows valued at $400.  A very limited amount of funding is available for faculty/teachers living over 50 miles away to reside with double occupancy at a local hotel during the workshops.  No transportation funds are available.
GRADUATE CREDITS AVAILABLE:  

Through arrangements with the College of Notre Dame of Maryland, Department of Education, one course with 3 graduate credits will be available for those participants who wish to register for it, pay tuition and fees (approx. $1,000), and complete its requirements.  In addition to participation in the TIM2S activities and two-week institute, successful completion of this course will require additional projects using these technologies.

Up to twenty participants will be selected from faculty and teachers of mathematics, science, and/or technology. Applications from women and minorities are particularly encouraged.  Those from institutions serving low-income populations will be given priority.  Preference to applications from pairs of faculty/teachers at the same institution.  Selection of participants by TIM2S staff.  CCBC employees are not eligible. 
Preference will be given to applicants who apply by March 5, 2005.  

However, applications will continue to be accepted after that date for any available spaces.

Accepted participants and alternates will be notified approximately April  5, 2005.
